SECTION 2. That the City Council authorizes any and all membets of the City Council to
file written arguments regarding the City measure as specified above in accordance with
Article 4, Chapter 3, Division 9 of the Elections Code of the State of California and to
change the argument unit and including the date fixed by the City Clerk after which no
arguments for or against the measure may be submitted to the City Clerk.

SECTION 3. That the City Council directs the City Clerk to transmit a copy of the measure
to the City Attorney, unless the organization or salaties of the office of the City Attorney are
affected. The City Attorney shall prepare an impartial analysis of the measure showing the
effect of the measure on the existing law and the operation of the measure. If the measure
affects the organization or salaries of the office of the City Attorney, the Clerk shall prepare
the impartial analysis. The impartial analysis shall be filed by the date set by the City Cletk
for the filing of primary arguments.

SECTION 4. That the City Clerk shall certify to the passage and adoption of this resolution

and enter it into the book of original resolutions.
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SECTION 5. : This Resolution will become effective immediately upon adoption.
