ADMINISTRATION OF THE CALIFORNIA PUBLIC EMPLOYEES' RETIREMENT 
SYSTEM. 

The City Council of the City of Los Altos does ordain as follows:

Board of Administration, California Public Employees' Retirement System is hereby authorized, a 
COPY of said amendment being attached hereto, marked Exhibit A, and by such reference made a 
part hereof as though herein set out in full.

expiration of 15 days from the passage thereof shall be published at least once in the Town Crier, a 
newspaper of general circulation, published and circulated in the Gty of Los Altos and thenceforth 
and thereafter the same shall be in full force and effect. This Ordinance is to take effect 
immediately so that the City can meet existing obligations of written agreements with Gty employee 
associations and to ensure labor peace, all for the benefit of the public health, safety and welfare. 

The above ordinance was duly passed and adopted at a regular meeting of the City Council of 
the Gtyof Los Altos held on Tuesday, July 17,2001, by the following roll call vote:

contracting agency and are not provided for herein and to all amendments 
to said Law hereafter enacted except those, which by express provisions 
thereof, apply only on fhe election of a contracting agency.

Employees of Public Agency in the following classes shall become 
members of said Retirement System except such in each such class as 
are excluded by law or this agreement: 

a. Local Fire Fighters (herein referred to as local safety members); 

b. Local Police Officers (herein referred to as local safety members); 

c. Employees other than local safety members (herein referred to as 
local miscellaneous mernbeis). 

In addition to the classes of employees excluded from membership by 
said Retirement Law, the following classes of employees shall not become 
members of said Retirement System: 

a. SLEEPER FIRE FIGhTERS AND SCHOOL CROSSING GUARDS 
HIRED ON OR AFTER OCTOBER 24,1974. 

Prior to January I, t975, those members who were hired by Public 
Agency on a temporawand/pr seasonal basis not to exceed 6$@ht&1s 
were excluded .from PERSdikembershipp by contract. Government Code 
h i o n  20336 superseded this contract provision b@ ljiibviding Meith any 
such temporary and/or seasonal employees. are efiI&ded from PPRS 
membership subsequent to January 1, 19’75. Legislation repealed I and 
replaced said Section with Government Code Section 20305 effective July 
1, 1994. , *  

Public Agency and the Los Altos County ‘Fire Pmtection District have 
agreed to a merger of theiii’&ntracts, and this contract shall- be a 
continuation of the benefits of the contract of the Los Altos County Fire 
Protection District, pursuant to Section 20567.5 of the Government Code. 
Such merger is effedtive as of July I, 1960. Legislation repealed said 
Section effective January 1, 1988. 

The percentage of final cornpensation to be provided for each year of 
credited prior and current service as a local miscellaneous member shall 
be determined in accordance with Section 21354 of said Retirement Law 
(2% at age 59 Full). 

The percentage of final compensation to be provided for each year of 
credited prior and current service as a local fire member shall be 
determined in accordance with Section 21362 of said Retirement Law (2% 
at age 50 Full). 

The percentage of final compensation to be provided for each year of 
credited prior and current service as a ,IQ,cal police member shall be 
determined in accordance with Section 21362.2 of said Retirement Law 
(3% at age 50 Full). The required member contribution rate is 9% of 
reportable compensation.
