ITEMS FOR CONSIDERATION/ACTION
1. Pedestrian Master Plan 
Staff presented a preliminary draft of the Pedestrian Master Plan and the updated suggested routes to schools maps for LASD and Montclaire Elementary Schools.  The presented version of the plan at this meeting did not have an executive summary and Chapter 7 Implementation was not completed yet.  The intent was to gain feedback, then create the executive summary and complete Chapter 7.
In general, the commission suggested that an executive summary and the contents be filled out prior to presentation to the City Council in order to better guide their decision and to improve the readability of the plan.  Additionally, the commission suggested that much of the technical information and explanation be moved to the appendix.  

The commission suggested that the executive summary be developed such that the general public can easily understand the pedestrian improvements that are recommended.  The commission also provided comments relating to various chapters of the plan.
City staff requested that detailed comments to the plan be submitted for consideration in future drafts.
