SUBJECT: DRAFT WAYFINDING SIGN DESIGN CONCEPT

BACKGROUND

This informational report presents the draft citywide wayfinding sign design concept developed by
the Wayfinding Sign Task Force. Wayfinding signs are directional signs that guide people to key
destinations and help them locate important resources within the area, such as the location of
commercial districts and the public parking lots within them. The City of Los Altos currently has a
wayfinding sign system made up of a collection of different sign types and styles that have been
developed over the course of several decades. The existing signs lack cohesion and are not
comprehensive in nature. Not all destinations are signed for and there are no signs within the
commercial districts that direct patrons to parking.

Implementing a clear and consistent wayfinding program is a high priority for the Economic
Development program in order to foster the long-term vitality of the City’s commercial districts and
to provide an overall branding concept for the City of Los Altos. The intent of this design effort is
to update and organize a new sign program that beautifies and simplifies directions to key locations
for both visitors and residents.

The City hired Explore Creative, a Sonoma-based graphic design firm with extensive experience in
retail sign systems to create a City-wide signage program that addresses the unique character of Los
Altos. The City Council appointed a Wayfinding Task Force in May 2012, which consists of
representatives from City Council, Planning and Transportation Commission, the Los Altos Village
Association (LAVA), the Los Altos Chamber of Commerce, and business and property owners from
the commercial districts, to work with the design consultant and provide input on the design, sign
locations, and messages.

DISCUSSION
Draft Design Concept

The draft wayfinding sign designs are provided as an attachment to this memorandum. The design
concepts are divided into two separate booklets. Attachment 1 is the Citywide Sign Program which
include the signs that direct people to the commercial and civic destinations. Attachment 2 is the
Downtown Area Sign Program which consists of the parking-related signs within the downtown
district.

The design concept is inspired by the rustic, yet modern nature of Los Altos. It draws on ideas and
materials that reference and are in keeping with the natural beauty of Los Altos, its agrarian history,
and the prized stone gateway monuments that are L.os Altos icons. Signs are constructed from
reclaimed wood, framed by a black iron, and sit upon stone bases matching the masonry of the new
downtown sit-walls. Message panels are mounted to reclaimed wood backers with hand-forged iron
fasteners. The color scheme for the message panels is forest green with off-white type and terra
cotta accents for directional signs and terra cotta with off-white type and forest green accents for
parking signs. The font for the “Los Altos” header matches the font on the stone monuments
placed throughout town.

The design concept is applied to a defined family of sign types. Each sign type in the family is
designed for its specific purpose and location throughout the City, including major corridors
(Foothill Expressway and El Camino Real), collector streets (E1 Monte Avenue and San Antonio
Road) and within commercial districts. Key design considerations for determining sign size and
shape include median widths, traffic speeds, message lengths and readability. Additionally, the
design takes into account requirements of Santa Clara County and Caltrans for signs located on
County and State-controlled roadways.

A few of the sign locations require a pole-mounted sign, since the ground-mounted signs could not
be accommodated. The pole signs will be made from a traditional printed metal sign material but
will match the colors and fonts of the other sign types.

Some of the design images in the attached packet propose up-lighting. The ability to light the signs
will depend on the conditions at the various locations (including access to power sources) and the
cost of including this feature.

The sign family includes several monument signs which serve as key destination markers. These
monuments include a new downtown identity sign within the flowered median on Main Street at the
San Antonio entrance and a replacement identity sign at the intersection of Main Street and Foothill
Expressway. The two existing Civic Center identity signs located along San Antonio Road will also
be updated. The downtown sign program includes entry markers for each parking plaza so that
patrons can more easily identify where they have parked. As part of the parking plaza marker
design, the Task Force suggested City Council consider renaming and renumbering the parking
plazas to make them more user-friendly for the general public. However, the basic design for the
entry markers is not dependant on the renaming concept being approved.

An alternative sign design using the graphic of an apricot branch is included in the packet for the
downtown monument (Sign D-1) and the collector street signs (Sign Type B). Members of the Task
Force wanted this alternative presented for consideration although the majority of the Task Force
preferred the version without the graphic.

Sign Location Plan
Sign location plans are made up of sign location maps with corresponding spreadsheet-type sign

schedules. Attachment 3 is the Citywide Sign Location Map and Attachment 4 is the corresponding
Citywide Sign Schedule. Attachment 5 is the Downtown Sign Location Map and Attachment 6 is
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the corresponding Downtown Sign Schedule. The map symbols refer to sign types and location
numbers, as detailed in the sign schedules. The sign schedules record location number, sign type,
number of sides, draft messages and reference notes for each sign in the program.

Sign locations were refined based on careful field analysis of the conditions at each proposed
location. Often, a desired location was not feasible due to obstructions, such as trees or other signs,
or insufficient median widths. Wherever possible, an advance sign is placed to give drivers a
warning about an important turn coming up and a follow-up sign is available just prior to the turn.
Additionally, there are reassurance signs placed along routes that are fairly long, such as the drive up
San Antonio Road from El Camino Real to the downtown, to make sure drivers feel confident that
they have made the correct turn.

Sign locations and messages are improved to direct patrons along the simplest, most direct routes to
destinations. For example, the existing wayfinding signs direct patrons coming north on Foothill
Expressway to take any of the next three right turns to access downtown, including San Antonio
Road, Main Street, and West Edith Avenue. No follow-up signs are provided to guide patrons
where to turn if they chose the San Antonio Road or West Edith Avenue options. The new sign
system will direct patrons to turn only on Main Street where they will be greeted by the identity
monument when they arrive.

Next Steps

The draft Wayfinding Sign design concept is being presented to the various stakeholder groups that
were represented on the Task Force including the Planning and Transportation Commission, the
Chamber of Commerce, and LAVA. Following these presentations, the concept will go before City
Council for review and approval.

The next step will be to develop a cost estimate for the price of manufacturing and installing the
signs. This estimate will then feed into an implementation plan to be adopted into the Capital
Improvement Program. Given the quality and uniqueness of the materials in the proposed design
concept, it is likely that implementation will need to be phased. Additionally, consideration will need
to be made for long-term maintenance and replacement costs for the proposed sign program.
